Creating Renewable
Sources of Energy with
our Rich Natural Resources

Tokamachi City is engaging with projects
that utilize the abundant natural resources
in the region as sources of renewable
energy. We are aiming to produce at least
30% (90,000 MWh) of our electricity from
such renewable sources by 2025.

In October 2016, we were nationally rec-
ognized as a “Biomass Town”. We are un-
dertaking six projects, including biomass
fuel combustion of thinnings and used-dia-
pers. In this way, we are utilizing a variety of
sources to generate energy, and these
sources range from everyday waste to un-
tapped natural resources.

Additionally, we are generating power
from the flowing waters of the Shinano
River, while developing methods to utilize
the geothermal heat of Matsunoyama
Onsen.
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
